    Headley LaShawn Fowler, 39, is seeking $60 million 

from Zondervan and $10 million from Thomas Nelson, 

The Grand Rapids (Mich.) Press reported.  He is 

representing himself in both claims. 

    Fowler claims the Bible has made him an outcast 

and contributed to physical discomfort and periods of 

“demoralization, chaos and bewilderment.” 

   “As frivolous as this case may sound, it’s an indicator 

of where the homosexual agenda is headed,” said 

Bruce Hausknecht, judicial analyst for Focus on the 

Family Action.  “Ten years from now this type of case 

won’t be humorous at all; we’ll see organizations like 

the ACLU dedicating resources to them because such

speech.  Sweden, Canada and the UK are already
